A systematic Bible reading plan will aid you in developing the discipline

Meal? A more extensive reading (1615 minutes daily)

Feast? A daily reading that will take you through the entire Bible
in a year, including two times through the New Testament (120
minutes daily)

When you have chosen your snack, meal or feast, begin your reading time
by asking the Holy Spirit to speak to you from His Word. Record the date
and prayerfully read the assigned passages. Then, begin journaling by us-
ing the SOAP method (see sample):
